G U I D E L I N E S
Our intent is to stage a mass display of Mesemb plants to see what is being grown. Most classes are for display and pots may contain many plants, i.e. pots of seedlings or pans of Lithops are equally welcome. There are also some competitive classes for those who wish. Class 48 is designated as an area for unnamed plants, or whose identity you may doubt; we hope that there will be sufficient "experts" gathered to name or confirm names. There should be ample space for display of related material e.g. books, photographs, etc.
1.
All entries of exhibits must be made on the official entry form which signifies acceptance of these guidelines and must reach the show secretary not later than Wednesday, 25th September 2024.

2.
All entries must be staged by 10.30 am on Saturday 28th September 2024. Exhibits must be placed in accordance with the Show Manager's instructions. Exhibitors will be given cards to identify the exhibits/exhibitors which should be placed under the pots or trays, but not showing the exhibitor’s name in the competitive classes. Judging objections must be made in writing before 12:00 pm.
3.
While normal precautions will be taken, the event organisers will accept no liability for loss, theft or damage to plants or other property brought to the event.

4.
There is no limit to the number of exhibits per class but only plants belonging to the Mesemb family (Aizoaceae) are eligible. Members wishing to exhibit any other succulent plants must seek prior permission from the Show Manager.

5.
Members' plant sales: Space will be charged at £20 per 6 foot table (half tables @ £10), bookable and payable for in advance since table numbers are limited. No plant sales will be allowed unless pre-booked. We suggest those with only a few plants to sell should contact someone who will be booking a larger space and make arrangements with them. Each seller will be responsible for the sale of their own plants to the public.

Spend the day with us talking about succulent plants. There is ample car parking at the hall. The venue is a 28 minute walk from Banstead Railway Station, so it is better to go to Sutton Station and take bus S1 or 420 (or taxi) to Banstead Community Centre. High Street shops are nearby including a pub and cafés.
